In 2022, Fjordfiesta launched a selection of furni-
ture by esteemed Norwegian architect Sverre Fehn 
(1924–2009). The Pritzker Prize-winner made several 
furniture throughout his career, tailored specifically to 
individual houses and pavilions. Now, for the first time, 
a curated selection is available to a wider audience. 

The Sverre Fehn Venezia 01 armchair, the Sverre 
Fehn Schreiner 01 dining chair, the Sverre Fehn 
Norrköping 01 stool and the Sverre Fehn Norrköping 
02 table are carefully constructed objects, reflecting 
Fehn’s rational and poetic approach to architecture. 
The wooden furniture is manufactured at Fjordfiesta’s 
factory in Dokka, made from Norwegian pine sourced 
just hours away. The vegetable-tanned leather details 
are delivered by Tärnsjö Garveri in Sweden, using 
hides from local farms.

The Sverre Fehn Collection is developed in close 
collaboration with Sverre Fehn’s family and the Fehn 
administration, Fehn Forvaltning. They have kept a 
close eye on every step of the process, ensuring that 
the end result is true to Sverre Fehn’s spirit.
